Pre-Reading Discussions

Text A tells what success is and the relationship between success and money. In the text, the author also gives examples to tell readers the logic of the real world. To lead students into the topic, the teacher is advised to draw the students’ attention to the following pre-reading questions:
Do you think money can bring success or vice versa?

What’s your own view on money?
By doing this, the teacher may help the students see the structure of the text (for this see the next section “Text Structure”).
Text Structure

The text structurally goes like this: the author asks readers to think about the word “success” and then discusses his or her view on money and success. In the end, the author suggests that people should enjoy what they are doing and naturally they would make all the money needed. Namely,
