我们不是旁观者，而是国家的主人，是国家的未来和希望。我们要牢记领导人的期望，把我们的个人梦想融入国家梦，即民族复兴的中国梦。

大学教育意味着一场投资，一种对人力的投资。年轻人从这种投资中收获一种能力——一种知识创造的力量。这种力量包含两方面：思考的能力和意志的力量。大学教育是否必要，它的标准就在于是否能获得这种力量，或者说是否最终获得了这种能力。正如怀特海在《教育的目的》中“教育就是当你把所学到的专业知识都遗忘了之后，所剩下来的东西”。大学教育最独特之处在于：通过教育和辅导，开发受教育者的思维能力，它让我们变得善于思考而且思路开阔，同时懂得如何应用自己的智慧和学识，以助于实现自己的人生目标。正如罗斯金所说：“教育并不是教人们知道他们原来根本并不知道的东西，而是要教导人们去做他们原来根本不会做的事。”
